Arts Champion Awards

Nominee must be a current volunteer (activity within the last three years)
with an arts-based organization, event or ad hoc group.

Individual who is 14 years of age or older.

Full-time students (high-school or post-secondary) are eligible for this award.

Volunteer activities may include, but are not limited to: Boards of
Directors, events staff, administrative / operational assistance, arts
community advocates, etc.

Nominators (All Award Categories)

18 years of age or older.

Can be an individual, organization or business residing in any city.
Cannot be an immediate family member of the nominee.

Artists cannot self-nominate.

Cannot be a member of the Final Jury, Arts Advisory Commission,
Cobalt Connects staff, or City of Hamilton staff, elected officials and
representatives of their offices.

Phase One:
Public

Nomination
(Long List)

Phase Two:
Arts Sector
Review Panel
(Short List)

Phase Three:
Final Jury
(Award Selection)

Members of the public are invited to submit an Arts Awards
nomination in any award category. Submit a brief statement
outlining why you feel the individual or collective should

be nominated. You can nominate more than one person or
collective for an award. Nominees are adjudicated based
on the content of the nominations rather than number of
nominations they receive.

Public Nominations will be reviewed and augmented by a multi-
disciplinary panel of artists and arts professionals to create a
short list of approximately 45 nominations (across the three
award categories.) Shortlisted nominees and their nominators
will be contacted directly to provide supporting documents.

A Final Jury will adjudicate the Short List to select the 2023
Arts Awards Recipients. The Final Jury will be comprised of
arts community leaders who reflect the diversity of Hamilton's
arts sector. The jury will evaluate the nominations based

on the artistic excellence, career, and impact of the artist,

arts professional or artistic collective. A member of the Arts
Advisory Commission will audit the jury session to ensure that
a fair and transparent selection process is followed.

Include enough information for the panel to become familiar with the nominee'’s career and/or volunteer

work. Where possible, include examples of organizations, projects, exhibitions, shows, etc. that the

nominee has been involved with.

Highlight your nominee's accomplishments by not only stating what they did, but also describing why it matters.
