BY-LAW NO. 21-  
 

To Amend Zoning By-law No. 90-145-Z (Flamborough),  
Respecting Modifications to the Urban Residential (Single Detached) ñR1ò and 

Core Area Residential ñR5ò Zones  
 

WHEREAS the City of Hamilton Act 1999, Statutes of Ontario, 1999 Chap.14, Sch. C. did 
incorporate, as of January 1st, 2001, the municipality ñCity of Hamiltonò;  
 
WHEREAS the City of Hamilton is the successor to certain area municipalities, including 
the former area municipality known as "The Corporation of the Town of Flamborough" 
and is the successor to the former regional municipality, namely, ñThe Regional 
Municipality of Hamilton-Wentworthò;  
 
WHEREAS the City of Hamilton Act, 1999 provides that the Zoning By-laws and Official 
Plans of the former area municipalities and the Official Plan of the former regional 
municipality continue in force in the City of Hamilton until subsequently amended or 
repealed by the Council of the City of Hamilton;  
 
WHEREAS Zoning By-law No. 90-145-Z (Flamborough) was enacted on the 5th day of 
November 1990, and approved by the Ontario Municipal Board on the 21st day of 
December, 1992;  
 
WHEREAS this By-law is in conformity with the Urban Hamilton Official Plan, upon 
finalization of Official Plan Amendment X; 
 
NOW THEREFORE the Council of the City of Hamilton enacts as follows:

to this By-law, as follows:

Victoria Street, 1, 2, 5, 12, 15, 18, 21, 22, 23, 25, 28, 31 and 36 Raglan 
Street, 21 Albert Street, 7, 10, 14, 15, 20, 21, 22, 25, 28, 31, 33, 35, 42, 54, 
57, 60, 61, 64, 69, 71 and 73 Nelson Street, 3, 10, 15, 19, 30, 34, 38, 44,

b) In addition to the permitted uses in Section 6.1, a Duplex Dwelling shall also be 
permitted.

 (a) Single Detached Dwelling ï 665 square metes 
 
 (b) Duplex Dwelling ï 665 square metres 
 
(ii) Lot Frontage (minimum) 
  
 (a) Single Detached Dwelling ï 18 metres 
 
 (b) Duplex Dwelling ï 18 metres 
 
(iii) Height (maximum)  
 
 (a) Dwellings with fewer than two storeys ï 7.5 metres 
 
 (b) Dwellings that are two or more storeys ï 9.0 metres 
 
(iv) Required Front Yard 
 

a. For a Lot located between two 
interior lots or one interior lot and 
one Corner Lot that has the adjacent 
dwellings facing the same street. 

Within 20% of the average front 
yard setback of the two nearest 
principal dwellings on either side 
of the lot.* 

b. For a Lot located between an interior 
lot or a Corner Lot that has one 
adjacent dwelling facing another 
street. 

Within 20% of the average front 
yard setback of the one nearest 
principal dwelling of the interior 
lot. * 

c. For a Corner Lot that has one 
adjacent dwelling facing the same 
street.  

Within 20% of the average front 
yard setback of the one nearest 
principal dwelling facing the same 
street. * 
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d. Other cases not described in this 
table.

(v) Rear Yard (minimum)  
 

i. For Lots with a depth less than or 
equal to 40 metres

30% of the lot depth 

iii. For Lots with a depth greater than 
45 metres and less than or equal

(vi) Interior Side Yard (minimum)  
 

(a) 1.2 metres for a building that is up to and equal to 7.5 metres in 
 Height 
(b) 2.4 metres for a building that is up to 9 metres in Height 

 
(vii) Exterior Side Yard (minimum) 
 
 (a) Within 20% of the front yard setback of the nearest principal dwelling 
  facing the same street as the Exterior Side Yard. 
 
 (b) In no cases shall the Exterior Side Yard setback be greater than 7.5 
  metres. 

 
d) Notwithstanding Section 6.1(i) Landscape Open Space (minimum) and 

Section 5.6(c) and in addition to Section 5.12.1.d), the following shall apply: 
 

(i)  Within any required Front Yard or required Exterior Side Yard of a 
Corner Lot that provides access to a main entrance, a visual 
barrier, excluding vegetation, that is greater than 0.9 metres, shall 
not be permitted.  

 
e) In addition to the regulations in Section 6.2, the following shall also apply and 

be numbered accordingly: 
 

(i) Notwithstanding Section 5.21.5(a) only 1 curb cut is permitted to 
 provide access to a residential lot, to a maximum width of 6 metres.  
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(ii) One driveway that is perpendicular to a public right of way shall be 

permitted. U-Shaped or T-shaped driveways are not permitted. 
 
(iii) Garage and Carport Location 

 
 a)  Attached Garage and Carport 
 
       (i)  Shall not project beyond the front façade of a dwelling 

 or a side façade of a dwelling situated on a Corner  
Lot.  

      (ii)  Maximum garage door width or Carport opening of 3 
  metres. 
(iii)  Shall not occupy greater than 50% of the Lot 

Frontage or the exterior Lot Frontage of a Corner Lot 
of any dwelling. 

(iv) Flat roofs and shed roofs shall be permitted for the 
portion of the garage or Carport that is less than 7.5 
metres in Height.  

 
b) Detached Garage and Carport 
 

       (i)  Shall be setback a minimum of 3 metres from the 
  front façade or a side façade of a  dwelling situated 
  on a Corner Lot.  

       (ii)  May contain up to two garage doors to a   
  maximum width of 3 metres per garage door. 
(iii) Flat roofs and shed roofs shall be permitted for the 

portion of the detached garage or detached Carport 
that is less than 7.5 metres in Height. 

 
(iv) Flat roofs shall not be permitted on the principle dwelling. 
 
(v) Dormers are permitted to occupy a maximum of 75% of the horizontal 

roof length on all sides of a roof. 
 

(vi) Notwithstanding Section 5.30, balconies, roof top terraces or decks 
shall be prohibited above the first floor. 

 
(vii) Exterior Insultation and Finish System (EIFS) is not permitted.  
 
(viii) No more than two materials of the following, brick, stone, historic 
 stucco, and wood or wood composite siding shall be required on the 
 exterior facia of the front façade and exterior façade on Corner Lots, 
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 except for decorative building elements. Unless otherwise approved 
 through a heritage permit. 

 
(ix) Notwithstanding any other provision of this by-law, for properties 

designated under the Ontario Heritage Act, any alternative building 
design or building materials approved through the issuance of a 
Heritage Permit shall be deemed to comply with this Zoning By-law. 

 
f) In addition to the provisions in Section 6.2, the following provisions shall apply 

to a Duplex Dwelling and shall be numbered accordingly: 
  

(i)  Parking shall be provided in accordance with Section 5.21 of this By-
law. 

 
(ii)  A maximum of one driveway shall be permitted for each lot containing 

a Duplex Dwelling to a maximum width of 6 metres. 
 
(iii) Notwithstanding 6.2.4. x), for a Corner Lot, a maximum of one 

driveway shall be permitted from each street frontage, to a maximum 
width of 3 metres per driveway. 

 
(iv) The exterior appearance and character of the front façade and exterior 

side yard façade of an existing Single Detached Dwelling, that is being 
converted to a Duplex Dwelling shall be preserved. 

 
(v) Any separate entrance and exit to the Duplex Dwelling shall be 

oriented toward the Interior Side Lot Line or Rear Lot Line, or in the 
case of a Corner Lot, the street frontage where the principal entrance 
is not located. 

 
g) In addition to the provisions in Section 6.2, the following shall apply and be 

numbered accordingly:  
 

i)  Vacuum Clause 
 
a.  Notwithstanding any other provisions of this By-law, any lot 

within the R1-74, R1-74a, R1-74b, R1-74c, R1-74d, R1-74e, 
R1-74f, R1-74g, R5, R5-2, R5-3 or R5-4 Zones of this By-law, 
and the location thereon of any building or structure, existing on 
the effective date of this By-law being ___, shall be deemed to 
comply with the regulations for any required setbacks, front 
yard, flankage yard, rear yard, lot width, lot area, building 
height, legally established flat roofs, legally established 
balconies, rooftop terraces and decks above the first storey and 
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legally established U-shaped driveway alignment are permitted 
by this By-law.  

 
b.  Notwithstanding any other provisions of this By-law, any Single 

Detached Dwelling, Semi-Detached Dwelling, Duplex Dwelling or 
Triplex Dwelling located within a R1-74, R1-74a, R1-74b, R1-74c, 
R1-74d, R1-74e, R1-74f, R1-74g, R5, R5-2, R5-3 or R5-4 and 
approved or subject to a Development Application or Building 
Permit after ___ and prior to the effective date of this By-law, 
being the ____, shall be recognized and deemed to comply with 
the Zoning By-law regulations for building and are permitted by 
this By-law.ò

       (i)  Shall not project beyond the front façade of a dwelling 

 or a side façade of a dwelling situated on a Corner  
Lot.  

      (ii)  Maximum garage door width or Carport opening of 3 
  metres. 
(iii)  Shall not occupy greater than 50% of the Lot 

Frontage or the exterior Lot Frontage of a Corner Lot 
of any dwelling. 

(iv) Flat roofs and shed roofs shall be permitted for the 
portion of the garage or Carport that is less than 7.5 
metres in Height.  

 
b) Detached Garage and Carport 
 

       (i)  Shall be setback a minimum of 3 metres from the 
  front façade of a dwelling or a side façade of a  
  dwelling situated on a Corner Lot.  

       (ii)  May contain up to two garage doors to a   
  maximum width of 3 metres per garage door. 
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(iii) Flat roofs and shed roofs shall be permitted for the 
portion of the detached garage or detached Carport 
that is less than 7.5 metres in Height. 

 
(iv) Flat roofs shall not be permitted on the principle dwelling. 
 
(v) Dormers are permitted to occupy a maximum of 75% of the 

horizontal roof length on all sides of a roof.  
 
(vi) Notwithstanding Section 5.30, balconies, roof top terraces or decks 

shall be prohibited above the first floor. 
 
(vii) Exterior Insultation and Finish System (EIFS) is not permitted.   
 
(viii) No more than two materials of the following, brick, stone, historic 

stucco, and wood or wood composite siding shall be required on the 
exterior facia of the front façade and exterior façade on Corner Lots, 
except for decorative building elements. Unless otherwise approved 
through a heritage permit. 

 
(ix) Notwithstanding any other provision of this by-law, for properties 

designated under the Ontario Heritage Act, any alternative building 
design or building materials approved through the issuance of a 
Heritage Permit shall be deemed to comply with this Zoning By-law. 

 
k) In addition to the provisions in Section 10.2, the following provisions shall apply 

to a Duplex Dwelling and shall be numbered accordingly: 
  

(i)  Parking shall be provided in accordance with Section 5.21 of this By-
law. 

 
(ii)  A maximum of one driveway shall be permitted for each lot containing 

a Duplex Dwelling. 
 
(iii) Notwithstanding 10.2.4. x), for a Corner Lot, a maximum of one 

driveway shall be permitted from each street frontage, to a maximum 
of 3 metres. 

 
(iv) The exterior appearance and character of the front façade and exterior 

side yard façade of an existing Single Detached Dwelling, that is being 
converted to a Duplex Dwelling shall be preserved. 

 
(v) Any separate entrance and exit to the Duplex Dwelling shall be 

oriented toward the Interior Side Lot Line or Rear Lot Line, or in the 
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case of a Corner Lot, the street frontage where the principal entrance 
is not located.ò 

 
3.8 That the Core Area Residential ñR5-2ò Zone regulations in Section 10.3.2, shall be 

further amended to add a triplex as a permitted use. 
 
3.9 That the Core Area Residential ñR5-3ò Zone shall be established and include the 

following special provisions and will be numbered accordingly: 
 
 ñ10.3.x R5-3 
 
 a) Notwithstanding Section 10.1, only single detached dwellings shall be  
  permitted.  
 
 b) Notwithstanding Section 10.2(b)i), the Lot Frontage (minimum) for a single 
  detached dwelling shall be 14.85 metres. 
 
 c) Notwithstanding Section 10.2(f), the Rear Yard (minimum) shall be 5.71  
  metres.ò 
 
3.10 That the Core Area Residential ñR5-4ò Zone shall be established and include the 
 following special provisions, and shall be numbered accordingly: 
 
 ña) Notwithstanding Section 10.2, the Lot Frontage (minimum) shall be 650  
  square metres. 
 
 b) Notwithstanding Section 10.2(b)i, the Lot Frontage (minimum) shall be  
  21 metres.ò 

 
2. That the amending By-law be added to Schedule ñA31ò of Flamborough Zoning 

By-law No. 90-145-Z. 
 

3. That the Clerk is hereby authorized and directed to proceed with the giving of 
notice of passing of this By-law in accordance with the Planning Act. 

 
4. That this By-law comes into force in accordance with section 34 of the Planning
